Repairs that have been ongoing for several months concluded with the restoration
of a 25 foot wide collapsed portion of the trial.

Ralston Bike Trail, a connector trail to Crystal Springs Regional Trail, is scheduled
to reopen Friday, Dec. 1, when PG&E concludes work on the natural gas line in
the area.

Don’t Pack a Pest During the Holidays

e The San Mateo County Department of Agriculture Weights and Measures asks
residents to not transport fresh fruits and vegetables from the following fruit fly
quarantine zone counties: Los Angeles, Ventura, Sacramento, Riverside, San
Bernardino, Contra Costa, and Santa Clara.

e Personal travel is one of the primary avenues for the spread of damaging invasive
species and all residents are urged to adopt the principles of “Don’t Pack a Pest”
to help prevent future introductions of invasive pests and diseases.

e Maps, quarantine restrictions and other information are available.

e If you have questions about a fruit fly quarantine/eradication, or if you think you
have fruits and vegetables infested with fruit fly larvae, call the CDFA Exotic Pest
